CIRCULAR

All the District Deputy Directors of Education, GNCT of Delhi and DDEs of MCD are
hereby informed that the process for admissions in RPVVs in Class-VI & IX is scheduled in
the month of March/April-2017 for which detailed advertisement will be published in leading
newspapers of GNCT of Delhi on 26.03.2017 (SUNDAY) and complete scheduled will be
available on the official Web Site of Directorate of Education i.e. www.edudel.nic.in and
further Entrance Test is scheduled for 15.04.2017 (SATURDAY). The criteria for admission
in RPVVs Class-VI & IX are as follows: -

All the students who have studied continuously for at least TWO years in Delhi Government
/Government Aided/MCD/NDMC/Delhi Cantonment Board Schools situated in GNCT of
Delhi preceding the class to which admission is sought with at least 60% marks in class
V/VIII are eligible for registration.(However, if the result is in form of Grades, then the
applicant will produce a certificate issued by the HOS of the school from where the student
has passed Class-V/VIII certifying that the total %age of marks was not less than 60% while
converting marks into grades).

All registered candidates will have to appear in an entrance test that will be administered on
the same day/time for all the RPVVs and the selection will be done on the common merit of
the applicant in the Entrance Test of respective RPVVs, where the applicant was registered
and appeared in Entrance Test. The entrance test will consist of objective type questions to
test numerical ability, mental ability, general knowledge and language comprehension.

Therefore, all the District DDEs & MCD DDEs are requested to direct all the Head of
Government & Government Aided Schools under their jurisdiction that they encourage the

bright/brilliant students to participate in the admission process of admissions in RPVVs in
Class-VI & IX.

Further Worthy Director (Education) desires that all the Head of Government & Government
Aided Schools should direct Class Teachers of Class-V and VIII that they must convey the
same to all the parents of Class-V & VIII through writing a note in the student diary and the
same may also be publicise in assemblies.
