This section shall focus on a specific Career opportunity in the field of Science
mentioning the details like how to apply, universities that offer the course, duration of
the course, and placement opportunities after the course.

G. Exams Corner (TG&T Fi47)

types of questions, the weightage of topics and how to prepare.
